4. CHAIRMAN’S ANNUAL REPORT – JOHN BAISLEY 
The Xenophobic attacks in the recent weeks have been very disturbing and the SAPS were commended on the excellent way in which they handled the situation.

There is still a good relationship being maintained between SAPS and CPF.  Still managing to send out regular crime briefs and the Informer.  The community involvement is commendable, ie Trinity March.  SAPS are planning an Imbizo.  On the negative side we are still experiencing enormous amounts of crime, still need greater community involvement.

Thanks were conveyed to everyone involved including their families for their support over the past year.

5. ACTING STATION COMMISSIONER’S ADDRESS – DIR NENGOVHELA
It was noted that the restructuring with the Commissioner and Directors were still underway.  The SAPS requires input and community mobilization as well as crime intelligence.  The new Ops Room is being planned which will include automatic vehicle locators, and linked to 18 CCTV cameras on identified routes which are entrances and exits to the Precinct.  Certain of these cameras will also have the ANPR (automatic number plate recognition).
The community were encouraged to assist the Detectives in attending ID parades and advised that they would be protected.
