· Last week Cpt Gumede visted the hotspots, Amarosa, Ruimsig and Wilgeheuwel

· Cpt Gumede commented on that there has been an increase of couples sitting in their cars at night, this is a big crime risk, Cpt Gumede asked the Sector 4 to send out an alert to the residents to not do this

· Johan Road has seen a number of robberies

· 3 arrested for drug possession in Strubensvallei, there is more information coming through from the community

· The police have increased their visibility  and they have also done road blocks in Strubensvallei and Little Falls, Ruimsig, Van der Kloof, Van Staden
